Maps Robots Schedules

Workflows Triggers
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Webhooks allow integrators to communicate with a 3rd party
server over HTTP(S) POST requests from a workflow

Webhooks can send a user defined JSON payload
Webhooks can be configured with a bearer token

Webhooks can be fire and forget, or we can asynchronously await
a JSON response

JSON response can be used as input into workflow
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Trigger Schema Trigger Queue Schema

— Defines a single payload — Defines queue of multiple payloads

— Can be used to "trigger" a scheduled action — Once started, a robot will stay in a queue until it
group is closed

— May be used in the middle of a workflow — Cannot be used to trigger scheduled work

— Must be used in the context of a workflow
— Queue IDs defined on the fly

— Can be nested
